An amendment is being asked
to inciude Albany as a stop on this
route, Frye said.

Approval of the routes sought |

would open a new outlet for Boston
to the west by way of Pitisburgh
and innugurate “Stratoliner”
iee from New England to the Pacific
Coast.

The new airway also would con-
neet Boston directly with o four-
acrinl highway extending
three-fourths of the way
around the world. The TWA “Strat-
oliners” will connect with Pan
American Clipper planes across the
Pacific ocean to Chinn, and across
the Atlantie to Lisbon and other
European points.

The new route sought will add 198
miles to TWA"s system. The dis-
tance from New York to New
Haven is 65 miles. The next leg,
from New Haven to Worcester, is
02 miles, and Worcester is 41 miles
from Boston.

ralolm('r Christened
By Mrs. Hinckley at
Bolling Field

TWA's new Stratoliner fleet was
christened May 27 in a colorful
ceremony that brought many high
government officials and hundreds
of private citizens to Washington's
Bolling Field to see commercial
aviation’s most modern transport.

While a pavy band played the
national anthem and news reel cam
eras clicked, Mrs. Robert H. Hinek
ley, wife of the Chairman of the
Civil Aeronautics Authority, clip
ped a strand of colored ribbon
formally releasing Boeing No. 407
for flight. It was a drama-filled
moment in @ ceremony that went
down as one of the highlights of
the National Aviation Forum.

Approximately 100,000 persons
inspected the Stratoliner during
the three days it was on exhibition
at Bolling Field. From 1 to 7 p. m.
each day, they passed through the
ship in an almost endless proces-
sion, marveling at the spaciousness
and luxury of its interior. Full
ecrews and equipment, including an
air conditioning truck, had been
driven the ecapital from La
Guardia Field to assist in the
ground program.

High praise for TWA's “fore-
sightedness” in being the first air-
line to adopt such a craft for do-
mestic service was lavished upon
the airline's executive and engin-
eering departments by Mr. Hinck-
ley and Smith W. Purdum, second
Assistant Postmaster General. The
two speakers were introduced by T.
B. Wilson, Chairman of the TWA
board, who presided as chairman.

Mr. Purdum, speaking for Post
master James A. Farvley, who at the
last nute was unable to appear,
termed the event “an auspicious
oceasgion,”

“In assembling here at {!nlllru!
Field today for these ceremonies in
connection with the ¢ aming of
the new TWA Stratoliner,” he said,
“we are doing more than merely
tuking part in a program commem-
orating the adoption of a new type
of commercial airliner,

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in the ever-expanding field of
American air transport services.
For the placing in operation of

giant airliners of this type and de-

Reach 23,000,000 Miles
